The 
specific topics covered will include: 

-  An overview of the physical patterns: topography, climate, drainage patterns) 
 -  Natural vegetation zones and soils 
 -  Population and settlement patterns 
 -  Urban geography of the U.S. 
 - The U.S. economy: agriculture, manufacturing 
 - Transportation geography 
However, the main focus will be on the regions of the United States. For each region the 
themes will include: 

- Emergence of main socio-economic patterns 
- Characteristics of present socio-economic structures & selected regional issues
