Official Course Description: 
The physical basis of water resource management. Elements of the hydrologic cycle: precipitation, 
ground water and stream flow. Introduction to the physical hydrology of different ecosystems and 
landscapes (e.g., peatlands, permafrost and mountain terrain) and to methods in ecosystems and 
catchment hydrology. 
 
Course Content: 
We will introduce concepts of water transport and storage throughout the hydrologic cycle, focusing on 
hydrological processes governing atmospheric waters, surface waters and groundwaters. Equations and 
approaches applied to estimate water balances for diverse geographic settings will be investigated. 
 
Required Texts:  
Hendriks, M. R. (2010): Introduction to Physical Hydrology, Oxford University Press 
 
Prerequisites: Geography 305 or 307 and 339, or a course in statistics by consent of the Department.  
 
Grading (Weighting): 
There is a final examination, to be scheduled by the Registrar’s Office.  It is not essential to pass all 
elements/components to pass the course as a whole. 

• Lab Assignments:  25% 
• Tests and Projects: 40% 
• Final Exam:  35% (Scheduled by registrar)
