A critical review of the principles of urban growth and development in the context of systems of
cities. Topics will cover four types of explanations: a) single factor explanations, such as political
factors, local trade and long distance trade models, industrial and service models, quaternary
economy principles b) cumulative development models; c¢) society explanations, from feudalism
to capitalism. ; d) Urban system planning strategies
