Official Course Description:

Review of basic and advanced principles of image analysis; advanced laboratory techniques.
Integration of remote sensing with GIS; current research in remote sensing. Project
organization; data sources for remote sensing.

This seminar-based course examines the breadth of current research topics and techniques in
remote sensing for Geographic applications. The topics and techniques will be examined in part
through instructor and student led topic-of-interest lectures, lab assignments, and student led
remote sensing journal article presentations. Lab exercises, to be held in ES 415, will explore the
technical aspects of several major RS topics using remote sensing software.
