Official Course Description: 
This course provides an overview of the four main venues for regional planning in Canada: planning for 
watersheds; land-use planning in rural areas; economic development planning in resource regions; 
planning for large urban metropolitan areas, and watershed and conservation planning. The problem of 
regional boundaries will be examined along with some of the challenges facing sustainable regional 
growth management. Current regional planning initiatives in Alberta, such as the Calgary Metropolitan 
Plan and the South Saskatchewan Regional Plan, are compared with other regional plans and initiatives 
in North America.
