Official Course Description: 
Introduction to applied statistics, particularly as they are used in geographical analysis. Topics 
include summary statistics, probability theory, inferential statistics, spatial patterns, and 
multivariate analysis. Laboratory exercises give students hands-on experience in computer-
based statistical analysis.

Students are allowed to work in small groups on the lab exercises, but lab reports and final 
projects must be completed individually by each student. 
 
Lab exercises are due the week after the assignment (unless otherwise specified). 
 
The final project should be viewed as an opportunity to perform an insightful spatial analysis on 
students’ research topic and data. A detailed guideline for the project completion will be 
provided in class. 
 
Late Policy: 
Lab assignments are due at the beginning of the lab sessions the week following the 
assignment and are to be handed in to the Teaching Assistant. There are no exceptions and
